Review Criteria for Winter School 
1. Title is appropriate (presents and relates research variables). 
2. Abstract is informative and gives an overview of the research (theoretical background, aims, methodology, key results and conclusions). 
3. The theoretical background is clearly presented and concepts are well defined.
4. The aims and research questions are clearly presented and testable. These are logically derived from the theory.
5. Research methods are clearly described and the analyses procedure is clearly explained.
6. The results provide answers to the research questions and they are clearly are clearly communicated.
7. The results are discussed in light of previous research and the implications of the study for practice are considered. 
8. The paper is clearly written following the principles of good academic writing.
9.  (In addition: includes questions for discussion in the winter school)
