Guidance on your proposed presentation/paper

Each student member of the Intensive Programme is asked to prepare a presentation as a contribution to the programme. Later this year we will group students into symposium groups according to their presentation topics and interests. Each symposium group will have a three-hour session, to present their work to the rest of the programme members. For individual preparation, assume that you will be giving a 30 minute presentation or workshop (for example, 20 minutes presentation + 10 minutes discussion) on your individual topic.
